 “THE CHALLENGE TO BE PRESENT” 

  
It is extremely difficult to be totally present. To be mindfully 
present requires skill, a developed practice, and an ability to con-
centrate. There are countless distractions and reasons why we 
lose focus during any given moment. Often we are drawn back 
into our past or we consider what we expect we will be doing in 
the future. In either case, we keep ourselves from concentrating 
on the moment at hand. As important as the present is in our 
lives, we are products of our past and our present actions very 
much shape what our future will be. 
 
When visiting the Museum of the Diaspora in Tel Aviv, one is 
greeted with the inscription: “Lizkor haatid; lehiyot b’hoveh; liv-
toach b’atid - To remember the past; to live in the present, and to 
trust in the future.” At times we emphasize one temporal aspect 
over another. However, each temporal reality - past, present, or 
future - has an intrinsic value that can lead to sacred time. 
 
This year we have spent a good deal of effort reflecting on our 
past, due to the 50th anniversary of our Temple. All of us have a 
past at Temple Sinai of which Temple Sinai congregants can feel 
proud. As uncertain as any future might be, we are filled with 
hope that our current personal and communal commitment to 
God, Torah, and Israel will bring us even closer to our faith, one 
another and our wider community. Each day we have precious, 
fleeting moments when we have the opportunity to make our 
lives and the lives of others more whole, more meaningful, and 
more worthy of Divine blessing. 
 
Soon at our Seder meals we will hold the Passover Haggadahs in 
our hands. We will recall the historic moment that galvanized us 
as a people in the time of the Exodus. “It is what God did for me 
when we went free out of Egypt.” We will remember our history 
with the hope that we can, in the here and now, experience such a 
liberation in our own day. The Seder meal itself encourages each 
of us to experience the present-day moment of going free with a 
liberated spirit.  In the end, we trust we will experience the ulti-
mate redemption in the future. I look forward to being present 
with you at our Congregational Seder on Sunday evening, April 
20th.  May you and your loved ones experience a healthy and joy-
ous Pesah.

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A THIN DISGUISE  

I don’t know if the U.S. Department of State knew it, but their re-
port on “Contemporary Global Anti-Semitism” was appropriately 
timed to coincide with last month’s Shabbat Zachor. 
 
While there has been ample press coverage of the report (dedicated 
to late Holocaust-survivor Congressman Tom Lantos), the 94-page 
document is riveting reading from cover to cover. It is worthwhile, 
for example, for each of us to be intimately familiar with the re-
port’s in-depth definitions of contemporary anti-Semitism in public 
life, the media, schools, the workplace, and in the religious sphere. 
And the detailed listings of anti-Semitic incidents, discourse and 
images around the world are quite sobering. Link to the full report 
from my column on the Temple Sinai website, or inquire at the 
temple office for a printed copy. 
 
While noting that traditional forms of anti-Semitism continue to be 
found across the globe, the report says "anti-Semitism has proven 
to be an adaptive phenomenon." One of the key findings in this 
regard is that anti-Semitism is skyrocketing in the form of anti-
Zionism – promoting prejudice against Jews by attacking Israeli 
policy and Zionism, the philosophic underpinning of a Jewish state. 
Unrelenting criticism of Israel is escalating, and it is increasingly 
commonplace to compare contemporary Israeli policy to that of the 
Nazis.  Intentionally or not, the demonizing of Israel and Israelis, 
and attributing Israel's perceived faults to its Jewish character has 
the effect of promoting prejudice against all Jews.  
 
Responsible criticism of Israel’s policies and practices similar to 
that leveled against any other country cannot be regarded in itself 
as anti-Semitic. But too often, legitimate criticism of Israel veers 
into naked anti-Semitism in the form of vile hate speech. Not only 
is anti-Semitism disguised as disapproval of Israel on the rise, but 
so are attacks on Jewish people, property, institutions, and religious 
facilities. Anti-Semitic video games, websites and blogs proliferate 
on the Internet, and a sudden increase in anti-Semitic incidents oc-
curred worldwide during second Lebanon war in 2006. 
 
"More than 60 years after the Holocaust,” says this report, “anti-
Semitism is not just a fact of history, it is a current event.” 
Numerous countries are criticized for fomenting anti-Semitism, and 
an entire chapter covers anti-Semitism at the United Nations. Even 
government-sponsored media was found to include stereotype ac-
cusations of blood libel, dual loyalty, and undue influence on gov-
ernment policy and the media – the symbols and images associated 
with age-old forms of anti-Semitism endure.  
 
Why should we read this report? As Jews we must educate our-
selves in two ways. First, we must be equipped to speak knowl-
edgeably about anti-Semitism when such issues arise. Second, we 
need to know the basic facts regarding Israel’s historical and con-
temporary political circumstances so we can serve as voices of 
truth in the presence of misinformation. Thus armed, we can be 
credible advocates against anti-Semitism, anti-Zionism, intolerance 
and hate. 
 
This is not just a Jewish issue. Wherever anti-Semitism has histori-
cally remained unchecked, persecution and intolerance of others 
has not been far behind. As a light unto the nations, we have a real 
obligation for all people who value humanity and justice and want 
to live in a more tolerant, peaceful world.

TZEDAKAH BOX 
 

As many of you know, there is a Tzedakah Box located in 
the lobby of the sanctuary building. Following is the text 
of the plaque which has been placed on the box: 

 
Tzedakah, or act of righteous giving, derives from the 

Hebrew word zedek denoting justice or righteousness. The giving of 
tzedakah is among Judaism’s highest commandments. Maimonides, one 
of the greatest teachers of tzedakah, wrote, “The throne of Israel is 
established and the religion of truth is upheld only through tzedakah”. 
Just as it is proper to pray, study and gather at the synagogue, it is also 
appropriate to give tzedakah upon entering or leaving the house of wor-
ship. The Torah teaches, “Give to the poor readily and have no regrets 
when you  do, for in return Adonai, your God, will bless you in all your 
efforts and in all your undertakings. For there will never cease to be 
needy ones in your land, which is why I command you: open your hand 
to the poor and the needy in your land.” (Deuteronomy 15:10-11). How 
much should be given for tzedakah? The Code of Jewish Law instructs 
us: “If the person can afford it, as much as is needed by the 
poor” (Yoreh Deah 249:1)
