AND IN OUR WORLD” 

 
Three of our high school students, Gabrielle Jette, Mollie Kravitz, 
and Shayna Rothschild are readying themselves for a summer in 
Israel. We wish them a wonderful trip and a safe return. These 
young women will travel to Israel, with other high school youth, 
with their eyes and hearts wide open, seeking wonderful experi-
ences in our people’s homeland. They will see sites about which 
they have always dreamt, and certainly they are in for many sur-
prises as well. That is how it is in Israel - ever the same and ever 
changing - a land filled with people devoted to making a better 
Israel and a better world. 
 
Recently I met with an Israeli Rabbi, Levi Lauer, who has led a 
very distinguished and unique rabbinic career. A graduate of HUC
-JIR in Cincinnati, early on in his career he made aliyah and was 
one of the founders of the Pardes Institute, a highly creative mod-
ern yeshivah that has inspired young liberal Jews seeking an in-
depth knowledge of Judaism and Jewish texts. In recent years, 
Rabbi Lauer and a few others began a dynamic organization in 
Israel that attempts to tackle some of the most difficult issues fac-
ing Israel. The name of the organization is “ATZUM,” an acro-
nym for “Avodot Tzedakah Mishpat,” or “Justice Works.” It is a 
marvelous network of programs that helps victims of terrorism 
and their families with the after effects of trauma and post trau-
matic stress. In addition, ATZUM is involved in helping every 
Israeli righteous gentile, and his or her spouse who is still alive, to 
have as dignified a life as is possible, for having risked their lives 
in saving Jews during the Holocaust. ATZUM is a unique Israeli 
organization that helps the victims of terror, on the one hand, and 
those who tried to stop terror and violence, on the other.  
ATZUM’s most recent endeavor is to attempt to stop human traf-
ficking that is not only a blight on Israel, but on all nations 
throughout the world. 
 
ATZUM is a reminder to the Israeli citizen, the American citizen 
and the world citizen that doing good starts at home and there is 
no limit to the number of problems that we have to fix to make 
our world a better place in which to live. Want to learn more?  
Please contact me. As we go into the summer months, may our 
actions be good and just in improving the welfare of all those in 
our society.  Enjoy the summer in good health.
