PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE 
 

Counting Down...or Counting Up 
 
Counting down to important events may be a universal human ten-
dency. Three weeks until my birthday.... Six days  until vacation... 
Two hours before the school/work day is over... In contrast, this 
month Judaism offers Sefirat HaOmer, a chance to count up as we 
approach the holiday of Shavuot. On the day after Pesach starts we 
begin to count: seven weeks plus a day - fifty days. This commemo-
rates the start of the barley harvest in biblical times, and serves to 
connect the liberation from Egypt of Passover with the giving of the 
Torah on Shavuot. There are many customs associated with this time 
period. The idea of preparation and purification for receiving Torah is 
central. 
 
For those with a more mystical bent, each of the seven weeks are 
associated with one of seven qualities  and each of the seven days of 
the week are also associated with one of the qualities, leading to 49 
permutations of qualities to consider. This is a huge oversimplifica-
tion of the concept, I recommend http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/
Counting_of_the_Omer as a good place to start if this idea intrigues 
you. 
 
But still,  why count up and not down? It is reminiscent of the Hanu-
kah candles. The Rabbis discussed that point as well. Do we start 
with eight lights  and count down, or do we start with one light and 
count up? The winner of the debate was Hillel, who explained that in 
matters of holiness we should increase and not decrease. As we move 
toward Shavuot our awareness and our dedication should increase. 
Furthermore, it is important to maintain that awareness throughout 
the counting—each day matters! 
 
Perhaps I am particularly highly attuned to the counting this year 
because, God willing, my graduation and ordination will take place 
very shortly after Shavuot. I really will be working to make every day 
count as I work up to that day. May we all take heart from the words 
of the Psalmist: teach us to count our days rightly that we may obtain  
a wise heart. (Psalms 90:12)

In past years I have held meetings asking for members to stop by.  
I want to broaden the circle of potential courses to be given. Feel 
free to contact me with your suggestions for a class or a short se-
ries beginning in Fall 2009 and continuing through Spring 2010.  
From this past year’s course on Judaism and World Religions came 
the idea of a course on Fundamentalism. A course on that subject 
will be offered, as well as ongoing courses on weekly Torah study, 
Midrash, and a bi-weekly course on the Jewish Understanding of 
the New Testament.
