“GETTING CLOSE TO PEAK”

When | came to New England over two decades ag hat fully
comprehend such autumnal comments as, “It is alpest.” “In a
week it will be peak.” “When the leaves peaked lgestr, there
was more color.” The fall was so glorious wherrstficame to this
area, that | could not imagine that fall's full ragice wasn't al-
ways apparent in sunny Worcester. | still continocbe amazed
when | behold the splendor of fall foliage | seewnd us at this
time of year, even though | understand that thedeavill peak in
mid October.

What is the peak moment for the Jewish people iatttme of
year? Is it the onset of Elul that ushers in theathaf Tishri with

the High Holy Days? For many, Rosh Hashanah wghajiples
and honey is the peak moment. In terms of religisolemnity,
nothing can match the peak repentant moments of Kipur.

However, our Biblical tradition tells us that Sukkwas Hechag,
“THE holiday,” in biblical times. In terms of theyacultural cycle,
Sukkot was the peak harvest festival of the yéldre fall harvest,
the fullest harvest of the year, literally meang tfference be-
tween life and death for people in biblical timexping and pray-
ing they could get through the winter with the gieas of these
days.

On a spiritual level, the case could be made timtcsat Torah,
the festival we will celebrate not long after Suk&oyizkor ser-

vice, is the peak moment of our calendar. Each,y@amuch of
our effort is spent by the time we get to the ehBeuteronomy, it
seems a bit remarkable that we can recharge otitugpibatteries
by beginning the Torah cycle all over again.
